· Sunday, February 11th at Congress Theatre, Cwmbran: The annual Wales and West Cecchetti Ballet Awards will take place involving schools from as far afield as Swindon, Swansea, North Wales and Cornwall. Students entering the competition will be selected from Gemini School of Dance who will perform a series of group exercises on stage followed by a set dance for their level. Spectators are welcome to attend and the admission charge is £5. Application forms will be distributed this week.
· Monday, February 12th at The Riverfront Theatre, Newport: The “Allegro Dance” touring company from K.S.Dance in Warrington will be performing “Clara and the Kingdom of Sweets” from the “Nutcracker” story’ along with contemporary, jazz and spanish dances. Ella Appleby and Elisha Burke, former students of Gemini School of Dance who are currently studying at K.S.Dance, will be performing in this production which commences at 6.30pm. Tickets for sale are available from The Riverfront Theatre. After the performance, which should last approximately 75 minutes, there will be an opportunity for any pupil in the audience to participate in a workshop onstage with dancers from the show. There is no charge for this. Pupils will learn dances from the show and they should be inspired by K.S.Dance students.
